A cou-
ple of technologies are being explored to
prevent the excess carbon dioxide build-
up that causes global warming as well as
other solar protection devices. Solar um-
brellas are thin discs that could be
launched into space to protect the Earth
from the Sun’s rays as the ozone becomes
depleted. Carbon capture would capture
carbon dioxide from the largest emission
producers and dissolve or pool it into the
oceans. Another concept is the Geritol
Effect in which iron dust would cause
algae blooms that would absorb excess
carbon dioxide in the atmosphere. The
Volcanic dust method would add tons of
sulfates to the stratosphere to mimic the
cooling effects of volcanic eruption.
These methods all seem extreme, have
extraordinary costs and could potential
harm other ecosystems. There are other
less extreme methods — SUSTAINABIL-
ITY.

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GOVERNMENTAL AFFAIRS UPDATE.

EPA Programs Prevent Greenhouse Gas Emissions, Save Dollars

In 2006, EPA's climate protection programs prevented 70 million metric tons of carbon equivalent greenhouse gas
emissions--up from 63 million in 2005, according to a new report. The report, "Energy Star and Other Climate
Protection Partnerships 2006 Annual Report™ includes highlights of savings from the government's Energy Star
program. In 2006, Americans, with the help of Energy Star, avoided greenhouse gas emissions equivalent to those
from 25 million automobiles in 2006--up from 23 million in 2005--while saving more than $14 billion on their
energy bills. Americans also saved a significant amount of energy in 2006--170 billion kilowatt hours (kWh)--or
almost five percent of the total 2006 electricity demand.

Other EPA climate protection programs have also had great accomplishments. A few accomplishments from 2006
highlighted in the report include:

e Partners of EPA's Green Power Partnership—which marked its five year
anniversary in 2006--purchased almost 7 billion kilowatt hours of green electricity.

e The Climate Leaders Program grew to over 100 companies--representing more than
eight percent of total U.S. greenhouse gas emissions--and three partners announced
the achievement of aggressive greenhouse gas reduction goals previously set
through the program.

e EPA's methane programs and initiatives like the Landfill Methane Outreach
Program helped minimize total U.S. methane emissions to more than 10 percent
below 1990 levels.

The report details the environmental and economic accomplishments of these programs and outlines goals for
2007 and beyond.

Refrigerated Shipping Celebrated in ASHRAE Technical Program Session

ATLANTA - Londoners enjoying a lamb chop dinner tonight should take time to celebrate a milestone anniver-
sary in the history of refrigeration.

This year marks the 125th anniversary of the first frozen shipment of meat from New Zealand to Europe. In
1882, the Dunedin carried 3,521 sheep and 449 lamb carcasses, arriving in London in good condition after a 98-
day voyage.

“Early attempts to meet the English demand by exporting canned meat failed, as it was an unreliable product dis-
liked by the English population,” Dr. Richard Love, lecturer, Massey University, New Zealand, said. “Fortunately,
worldwide technology was being developed at this time, and there were several candidate technologies available,
such as absorption systems, mechanical compression systems and air-cycle systems, to ensure successful refriger-
ated shipping.”

Love will share findings from his historical research, Early Refrigerated Meat Shipping from New Zealand, in the
poster session at ASHRAE’s 2008 Winter Meeting, Jan. 19-23, New York City. The poster session is held from
11 a.m.-1 p.m. Jan. 22 at the New York Hilton.

The Dunedin used an air-cycle refrigeration system, which was seen as more reliable than a mechanical compres-
sion system on an ocean voyage, as it could not suffer from refrigerant leaks, according to Love. In the decades
that followed, carbon dioxide- and ammonia-based mechanical compression systems became much more popular.
“Today, New Zealand still exports a large amount of frozen product around the world — 92 percent of New Zea-
land lamb is exported, and meat exports comprise about 14 percent,” Love said. “Refrigerated shipping remains an
important technology for the country.”
